
            Rules 
 

1. All churches must follow their “Safe Sanctuary” protocols developed at their local 
church during Zeteo 

2. All sessions of the Zeteo conference must be attended and groups should be on 
time to each session. Please fill entire rows and move to the center most seats.  

3. Wristbands must be worn at all times to designate you as a participant of the 
conference and help Security keep you and your youth safe. There will be a $10 
charge for replacement wristbands, if needed. Wristbands are to be worn on 
WRISTS.  

4. Use appropriate language, conduct and modest dress while at Zeteo.  No 
alcohol, tobacco, or any other drugs are to be handled or used at any time. No 
moshing or other aggressive behavior will be tolerated.  

5. Electronic devices (including cell phones, i-pods, MP3 players, beepers, 
gameboys, laser pointers, etc.) are not to be seen or used during the sessions, 
except by authorized conference staff. Cell phones and other electronic devices 
can interfere with the wireless communication that is used by the tech crew and 
security at Zeteo, and also will be a distraction.  

6. Any youth leaving the Hotel for any reason must be accompanied by an adult 
leader.  

7. “Lights Out” is scheduled for 12:30 each night. We want to cultivate an 
atmosphere of respect and consideration for the attendees and other guests at 
the hotel. 

8. The safety and well-being of the youth in your group is the responsibility of the 
adult leader(s) from each group at all times. This includes ensuring that your 
youth do not rush the stage or act in a dangerous or irresponsible manner at 
conference activities. It also includes supervision and care of your youth 
throughout the whole weekend 

9. Youth of opposite genders can not be in hotel rooms together without an adult 
leader present, the doors will be marked by room type. 

10. Youth are not allowed to roam halls after lights out unless accompanied by an 
adult leader. 

11. Use caution when moving around Gettysburg on foot. Do not J-walk, cross 
against a light, or try to go out on any ice.  

12. In general, remember to respect other people, their property and hotel property 
while attending Zeteo. You are each a representative of our Christian Youth 
conference, and should behave as such.  

13. Any behavior contrary to the rules above or deemed inappropriate by the 
directors of Salt 'n Light Youth Ministry can lead to dismissal and or punishment 
at Salt 'n Light’s discression.
